It is a very bureaucratic
government, Planning Board and Assessor. When his assessment was raised the Assessor not
responsive and he was not prepared. He had gotten appraisal’s and talked to Mr. Summers from
the Dept. of Ag & Markets. The tax rolls are a mess. The comparables that were used for his
assessment were from 2002 and 2004 sales. The Assessor maintains that he is not a farm and he
said that he is. Supervisor Williams said that if the Assessor was not doing her job that she would
be sanctioned by the State. The property owners on Stonebridge Rd. Are trying to forma Ag &
Business Counsel and he hopes that they have the support of the Town Board. Doug Trush said
that the Assessor does not like Cal and that the County does not allow anyone from Nelson to be
on the MCSD board. He also said that the previous Planning Board Chairman degraded people
so they gave up.
